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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
© REPUBLIC ,

AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE STATE OF
ISRAEL

REGARDING THE STATUS OF THEIR FORCES
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Preamble

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the State of Israel
(hereinafter referred to as "the Parties");

Recognizing the importance of beneficial cooperation in the military, security and defense
domains;

Expressing their desire to promote mutual understanding based on respect, confidence and
recognition of the military interests of both Parties;

Desiring to determine general terms which will resolve the status of forces in the framework
of future military cooperation and other exercises,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1

Definition of Terms

1. "Sending State" means the State to which the visiting force belongs;

2. "Receiving State" means the State which the Personnel of the Sending State is
visiting;

3. "Personnel" means the military Personnel belonging to the land, sea or air armed

forces, as well as accompanying Civilian Personnel, participating in, or connected to,
the Military Activities;

4. "Civilian Personnel" means non-military Personnel of the Sending State
accompanying the armed forces of the Sending State and who are not residents in the
Receiving State, and who are employees of the armed forces of the Sending State;

5. "Military Activities" means:

a)  Ship and/or aircraft visits; or

b)  Joint military exercises or training (wWhether inside the parties' respective
territories or outside thereof); or

¢)  Military exercises or training of the Sending State Personnel in the territory of
the Receiving State without the direct participation of the Personnel of the
Receiving State; or

d)  Joint government approved defense research and development projects.

e)  Any other form of defense cooperation agreed upon by the Parties.

6. "Third Party" means a person, entity or government other than the Parties (including
government contractors) of the Parties.
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Article 2
Purpose and Scope

This Agreement shall determine the principal provisions and requirements that regulate and
define the status of Personnel of the Parties, in connection with the Military Activities as
defined in section 5 of Article 1.

In the event that the Parties agree that further arrangements are required in order to resolve
additional aspects of the Military Activities, the Parties may agree upon such arrangements in

the framework of Implementing Agreements, consistent with the provisions of this
Agreement. '

Article 3
Compliance with the Law in the Receiving State

The Personnel of the Sending State shall comply with the laws and regulations of the
Receiving State and abstain from any activity inconsistent with this Agreement.

Article 4
Entry and Departure

The Personnel of the Sending State shall enter and depart the Receiving State with:
- their valid national passports;
-a recognized travel document;

The Sending State will communicate all necessary details regarding the transferred Personnel,
equipment, weapons, vehicles, vessels, aircraft, helicopters and dangerous goods 15 days
prior to their arrival to the territory of the Receiving State as agreed between the Parties.
Entry and exit visas will not be required in advance.

Article 5
Discipline
1. The Sending State shall have the right to exercise exclusive jurisdiction over

Personnel of the Sending State in relation to offences that are of a strictly disciplinary
nature.
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The Personnel of the Parties shall continue to be bound to comply with their
respective national laws and regulations, including, their disciplinary control
measures, while in the territory of the Receiving State.

If, at any time during the Military Activities, the Receiving State wishes to request the
removal from the Receiving State's territory of a member of the Personnel of the
Sending State, the Receiving State shall present such request to the Commanding
Officer of the Sending State Personnel, together with detailed reasoning for the
request. In the event that, following consultation with the Commanding Officer of the
Sending State Personnel, the Receiving State reaffirms its request to remove the
member of the Sending State's Personnel from its territory, the Sending State shall
promptly comply with that request by transferring the person concerned outside of the
Receiving State's territory within a reasonable time period.

Article 6
Bearing Arms and Security

The military Personnel of the Sending State may possess and carry arms in the
territory of the Receiving State, only during the execution of military activities under
the scope of this Agreement, on condition that they are authorized to do so by the
Sending State's law and subject to any arrangements agreed upon with the authorities
of the Receiving State in advance.

The Receiving state shall secure the Personnel and equipment of the Sending State as
required and as agreed upon between the Parties.

The Sending State Personnel shall use arms in accordance with Receiving State's
laws and regulations.

Article 7
Uniform
During the execution of Military Activities, the Personnel of the Sending State are

authorized to wear their uniform in accordance with the applicable regulations of the
Sending State.
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Article 8
Driving Licenses

The Receiving State shall accept as valid, without a test or fee or any other
requirements, the driving permit or license for vehicles, issued by a competent
authority in the Sending State as long as the permit or license is valid in the Sending
State .Such license of permit shall remain valid in the territory of the Receiving Party
for up to one year from the last entrance of the member of the Personnel to the
Receiving Party territory. For the purposes of this Article, "last entrance" shall mean
the entrance before which the member of the Personnel was out of the Receiving
Party territory for over 3 months

The use of the driving licenses referred to in this Article shall be subject to such
temporary suspensions as may be decided by the competent authorities of either Party
in accordance with its applicable laws and regulations, as a consequence of traffic
violations committed by the licensee.

Article 9
Jurisdiction

The Sending State shall have the primary right to exercise criminal jurisdiction over
the Personnel of the Sending State in relation to offences occurring during a visit for
the purposes of the Military Activities:

a. arising out of an act or omission done in the performance of official duty; and/or
b. solely against the person or property of Personnel of the Sending State.

In the event that the Sending State having the primary right to exercise criminal
jurisdiction, as provided in this Section, decides not to exercise it, it shall notify the
Receiving State as soon as practicable, upon a written request of the Receiving State,
of its intention to waive its primary right to exercise jurisdiction, in relation to the
particular case for which it has waived its primary right to jurisdiction. The Sending
State shall refrain from exercising any jurisdiction over that particular case in the
future.

The Receiving State shall have the primary right to exercise criminal jurisdiction over
the Personnel of the Sending State, located in the territory of the Receiving State,
solely with regards to offences arising out of acts or omissions which satisfy all of the
following conditions, cumulatively and not separately:

a. conducted by the Personnel of the Sending State within the sovereign territory of
the Receiving State or on board a vessel or aircraft registered in the Receiving State;

b. conducted during a visit for the purposes of the Military Activities; and

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c. not covered by section 1 of this Article

For the avoidance of doubt, and subject to section 1 above, the Receiving State shall
not exercise any jurisdiction over any Personnel of the Sending State for any actions
that are not covered by this section 2.

In the event that the Receiving State having the primary right to exercise criminal
jurisdiction, as provided in this section, decides not to exercise it, it shall notify the
authorities of the Sending State, and shall refrain from exercising its jurisdiction over
that particular case in the future. The authorities of the Receiving State having the
primary right shall give sympathetic consideration to a request from the authorities of
the Sending State for a waiver of its right in cases where the Sending State considers
such waiver to be of particular importance.

The Parties shall provide mutual assistance with respect to matters arising in
connection to this Article, in particular, in the conduct of inquiries and gathering of
evidence, in accordance with applicable law and relevant treaties between the parties.

Any penal sentence shall be executed within the penal system of the Sending State,
subject to articles 3d, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14 and 15 of the European Convention on
the Transfer of Sentenced Persons and the declarations made thereto by the Parties.

Article 10
Claims and Liability

(a) Each Party waives all claims against the other Party in circumstances where any
Personnel of the Parties is injured or killed, or property of the Parties is lost, damaged or
destroyed, during or as a consequence of the execution of Military Activities under the
scope of this Agreement.

(b) In case a Party shall be required to pay compensation to a member of the other
Party's personnel, as a consequence of a suit filed by that member in relation to the
damages specified in sub-paragraph (a), the other Party shall reimburse that Party in
full. Such reimbursement shall inciude the costs and expenses of conducting the
proceedings.

Claims (other than contractual claims and those to which Section 3 applies) arising out of
damage caused to third parties done during or as a consequence of the execution of
Military Activities under the scope of this Agreement shall be dealt with by the
Receiving State in accordance with the following provisions:

(a) Claims shall be filed, considered and settled or adjudicated in accordance with the
laws and regulations of the Receiving State with respect to claims arising from activities
of its own armed forces;

(b) The Receiving State may settle any such claims, and payment of the amount
determined by adjudication shall be made by the Receiving State in its currency;

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(c) Such payment, whether made pursuant to a settlement or to adjudication of the case
by a competent tribunal of the Receiving State, or the final adjudication by such a
tribunal denying payment shall be binding and conclusive upon the Parties;

(d) Every claim paid by the Receiving State shall be communicated to the Sending State
together with full particulars and a proposed distribution in conformity with paragraph

(e);

(e) Where the Sending State alone is responsible, the amount of compensation awarded
or adjudicated shall be shared in a proportion of 75 percent chargeable to the Sending
State and 25 percent chargeable to the Receiving State. Where the damage is not possible
to attribute it specifically to one of the Parties or both Parties share responsibility, the
amount awarded or adjudicated shall be distributed equally among the Parties, regardless
of the extent of their perspective share of responsibility.

Third Party Claims arising out of damages caused outside of the performance of
Military Activities under the scope of this Agreement shall be dealt in the following
manner:

(a) The authorities of the Receiving State shall consider the claim and assess
compensation to the claimant in a fair and just manner, taking into account all the
circumstances of the case, including the conduct of the injured person, and shall
prepare a report on the matter, taking also into consideration any remarks as provided
by the Sending State;

{(b) The report shall be delivered to the authorities of the Sending State, who shall then
decide without delay whether it will offer an ex gratia payment, and if so, of what
amount;

(c) If an offer of ex gratia payment is made, and accepted by the claimant in full
satisfaction of his claim, the authorities of the Sending State shall make the payment
themselves and inform the authorities of the Receiving State of their decision and of
the sum paid;

(d) Nothing in this Section 3 shall affect the jurisdiction of the courts of the Receiving
State to entertain an action against any of the Personnel unless and until there has
been payment in full satisfaction of the claim.

Motor accidents occurring not as a consequence of the execution of Military Activities
under the scope of this Agreement, shall be adjudicated according to the Receiving
State's national legislation. The Sending State shall verify that all non-military motor
vehicles made available to the members of its personnel are insured in accordance with
the legislation of the Receiving State.

The Sending State and its personnel shall not be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts
of the Receiving State in any suits filed for damages caused during or as a consequence
of the execution of Military Activities.
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The Parties undertake to cooperate fully with each other with regard to the provisions of
this Article.

Article 11
Disclosure of Information

All publications regarding the activities of one of the Parties or both of them in the
context of Military Activities, as defined in section 5 of Article 1, must be approved
in advance by both Parties.

Article 12
Medical Services

The Personnel of the Sending State shall have access to first aid services during the
Military Activities to be provided by the Receiving State, under the same conditions
equivalent to Personnel of the Receiving State.

In case of emergency, the Members of personnel of the Sending state shall receive
medical and dental care, including hospitalization, under the same conditions as members
of the Personnel of the Receiving state. Medical acts performed on this occasion, as well
as emergency evacuations, are provided free of charge.

All other non-emergency medical service in military or civilian hospitals, as well as
medical evacuations remains the responsibility of the Sending state.

Article 13
Taxes and Custom

1. All taxes, duties and other charges connected with the importation or exportation of
material, supplies, equipment, property and services by the Sending State, done in
connection with the Military Activities, if incurred, shall be exempt in the Receiving
State.

2. The above shall also apply to material, supplies and equipment that remain in the
Receiving State, so long as they remain in the ownership of the Sending State and are
destined for the use of the Sending State or joint use of the Sending State and the
Receiving State under this Agreement.
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3. All other material, supplies and equipment imported into the Receiving State by the
Sending State shall be exported by the Sending State when they are no longer needed
for the purpose of this Agreement.

4. Section 3 shall not apply to goods, such as foodstuffs and ammunition that were
consumed in the course of the application of this Agreement. However, in other cases
where paragraph 3 applies, the goods shall be disposed of in coordination with the
relevant authorities of the Receiving State and in accordance with its domestic law.

5. The Personnel of the Sending State shall be subject to the customs laws and
regulations of the Receiving State. In particular, the Receiving State shall have the
right to search the Personnel of the Sending State, to examine their luggage and
vehicles and to seize articles, all in accordance with such laws and regulations.

Article 14 J
Security and Protection of Information

All information exchanged or generated between the Parties, in connection with the
Military Activities, shall be subject to the provisions of the Security Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the State of
Israel signed on February 10™, 1992.

Article 15
Search and Rescue

The Receiving State has the overall responsibility for search and rescue operations in J
case of an accident, incident or emergency occurring due to the Military Activities
undertaken under this Agreement in its territory, territorial waters or airspace or in the

high seas within its Flight Information Region. Representatives of the Sending State

shall be allowed to participate in such operations, in coordination with the competent

authorities of the Receiving State.

Article 16
Investigation of Incidents
In the event of an incident occurring in the territory, airspace, or territorial waters or

airspace or in the high seas within the Flight Information Region of one of the Parties,
in connection with the Military Activities done under this Agreement, the safety
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investigation will be conducted according to the laws and regulations of the Receiving
State.

Where such an incident involves Personnel of the Sending State, the Personnel or
representative/s of the Sending State shall be admitted to participate in the safety
investigation as observers. The Receiving State shall release findings of the safety
investigation to the Sending State upon the Sending State's request

In the event of any fatal incident involving Personnel of the Sending State, the
Sending State shall be allowed to have its representative/s participate in the gathering
of the body or bodily remains.

In the event of a fatal incident, the Receiving State shall release the body to the
Sending State immediately upon the Sending State's request and without performing
any autopsies. The Sending State shall send the findings of any autopsies conducted in
connection with the incident to the Receiving State upon request of the Receiving
State, subject to the provisions of Article 14 above.

The findings of any command or field inquiry, conducted by each state, shall remain
confidential and privileged, including in all criminal, administrative, civil or any other
procedures of any kind, both in the Sending State and in the Receiving State. Each
State may release its own findings to third parties, upon request, for judicial purposes,
subject to its national laws and reguiations.

Article 17
Settlement of Disputes
Except as otherwise agreed, any dispute regarding interpretation or implementation of
this Agreement shall be resolved amicably only by way of direct negotiations, without

recourse to any individual, national or international tribunal or to any other forum for
settlement. ’

Article 18
Miscellaneous
1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the second diplomatic note by
one Party informing the other that its internal procedures for the entering into

force of this Agreement have been completed.

2. This Agreement may be amended or supplemented in writing through diplomatic
channels at any time by mutual consent between the Parties.

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3. The Amendments shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure
described in Article 18(1).

4. This agreement shall remain in force until terminated by mutual consent of the
Parties, or at any time subject to a prior six month written notification through
diplomatic channels of either Party informing the other of its termination.

IN WITNESS THEREOF, the undersigned, being duly authorized by their respective
governments, have signed this Agreement.

Done at Tel Aviv on the 19" day of July, 2015, which corresponds to the 31 day of Av, 5775,
of the Hebrew calendar, in duplicate in the Hellenic, Hebrew and English languages, all texts
being equally authentic. In case of divergence of interpretation, the English text shail prevail.
